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Su viuda permaneci6 en la casa hasta el ano 2002,
fecha en la que fallecio.
La casa fue sufriendo entonces un progresivo dete-
rioro. Comenzé a perder su apariencia habitual. Las
paredes que alojaron gran cantidad de obras, libros,
fotografias y esculturas se fueron viendo progresi-
vamente desprovistas de sus rasgos de identidad,
quedando desnudas.
La melancolia se apoderoé de la casa y la vegetacion
del jardin fue sumiéndola en la penumbra. El paso
del tiempo dejo sus huellas en cada pared, en cada
rincon, en su atmaosfera.
... En mi primera visita a la casa a finales del aio

Desde su construcciéon alla por

A su muerte en 1985 su viuda, Tri-
na de la Camara, permanecio en
ella y la conservé. Nunca quiso
vender la casa, rechazando nume-
rosas ofertas.

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His widow kept living in the house until her death
in 2002.

The building gradually fell into neglect. It started
losing its original look. The inner walls holding
huge amounts of works, books, photographs and
sculptures were progressively devoid of their
hallmarks, becoming bare.

Melancholy took over the house, in semidarkness
by an overgrown garden. The pass of time left its
trace on each wall, on each corner, in the
atmosphere.

... When I first visited the house at the end of 2011,
before the beginning of the works, I felt
overwhelmed when walking silently through the
different rooms of the house. Deep feelings of
melancholy, sadness and emptiness made me
consider the possibility to bring time to a halt.
Months later, certain that the house remodeling
was imminent, the idea of photographing it before
the transformation took shape.
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
